Tip #1: There is so much to see and buy in the markets in Marrakech, but they can be very crowded and the shop keepers will try to stop you as you walk. Avoid eye contact and keep walking if you don’t want to stop. If you want to buy something from a particular shop, you should haggle (argue politely for a better price) with the shop owner for the best price. Don’t worry – this is not rude and can actually be quite fun! 

Tip #2: Most tourists travel around the city by taxi. It is best to agree the price with the driver BEFORE you get in to the car. Taxis that wait outside hotels will be more expensive than those you find in the streets. Walking around the old city is safe, but remember to keep your bags and camera out of sight and be careful of the traffic. 

Tip #3: Marrakech is famous for its Riads. These are traditional Moroccan houses with an inside garden or courtyard. They range from basic and cheap, to luxury and expensive. There are many modern hotels in the new city, but for a true Marrakech experience, you will find a Riad to suit your budget in the old medina.
