Famous British author Charles John Huffam Dickens
was born on February 7, 1812, in Portsmouth, a port
city in southern England. He was the second of eight

siblings. His father, John Dickens, was a marine writer,
and he dreamed that the profession would make him
rich. His mother, Elizabeth Barrow, rose to become a
teacher and thena school principal. Despite his parents'
best efforts, the family remained poor. Nevertheless,
the family was happy in its early days. In 1816 the family
moved to Chatham, Kent, where Charles and his brothers
were free to roam the countryside and explore Old Rochester

Castle.
