If you have looked mto the night sky, you may have noticed the
Moon appears to change shape each night. Some nights, the Moon
might look like a narrow crescent. Other nights, the

Moonmght look like a bright cucle. On other nights, you might
notbe able to see the Moon at all. The different shapes ofthe
Moon that we see at different times of themonth are called the
Moon’ s phases.

Why does this happen? The shape of the Moon isn't changing
throughout the month. However, our view of the Moon does
change. The Moondoes not produce its own hight. The source of
light is the Sun. Without the Sun, our Moon

would be completely dark. What youmay have heard referred to
as “moonlight” is actually just sunlight reflecting off of the
Moon’ s surface. The Sun’ s light comes from one direction,
and it always lights up one-half of the Moon which is the side of
the Moonthatis facing the Sun and the other side of the Moon
becomes dark.

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Focus on Chemistry
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We know soap is used to washthe dirt off our hands and

bodies. We also know soap is used to wash other things

such as the dishes we eat off, the clothes we wear, the

dog (when he runs through the mud) and even yourmom and dad’ s car. But
have youever stopped to thinkabout what soap is? Soap is made from water,
ashes and fat from either ammals or plants. When the three are mixed together,
a chemical reaction takes place. This means the water, ashes and fat turninto
something different. They turninto what we call soap. When the chernical
change takes place to make soap, twotypes of molecules are created,

hy drophobic and hydrophilic. The hydrophobic molecules grab hold of the dirt
and oil on vourhands or body . The hydrophilicmolecules like tomix with
water tomake bubbles. By working together, the

two types of molecules remove the dirt from your body and take it away. But
guess what else happens? The chemical change is so powerful that when soap
comes near more fat, the soap acts like a magnet and pulls the fat towardit.
Makingbubbles

Try the following experiment.

Bubbles and soap films are made of a thin layer of water, sandwiched between
twolayers of soap molecules. You can make giant bubbles by mixing these
ingredients together:

- 1 litter of water (distilled is preferable, but tap water will do),

- 15 ml good quality washing-up liquid,

- 10 ml glycerol/glycerin (from y our supermarket's cake-baking section).

Use your hands tomake a hoop-shape. Dip them in the bubble solution and
blow gently but firmly. Using this method you should be able to blow bubbles
up toabout 60 cm in

diameter!

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No One Had Believed it was Possible
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In 1912, the“Titanic™ hit an iceberg on its first trip across the
Atlantic. The Titanic was the largest ship that had ever
travelled on the sea. Tt was carrying 2207 people, butit had
taken on enough hfeboats for only 1178 people. Not more
than 651 ofthe passengers were able toget into lifeboats.
Some of the survivors had been m the icy water for hours
when they were saved. Mostof the passengers hadn’tlived
long; 1502 people had lost their lives. But why was there such
a great loss of life and so few survivors who were on the edge
of death?

Nobody had prepared for such a tragedy. Nobody had
believed that the Titanic could smk. The steamship company
had thought that its ship would be completely safe m all
situations. They had followed an old rule for the number of
lifeboats, sothey had supphed hfeboats for only half the
people. The passengers had not yetreceived ther lifeboats
numbers, nor had they practiced lifeboat drill before the
accident. Many of them had not even dressed warmly, for the
ship had hit the iceberg late at night, and they did notbelieve
they were in danger. The ship had already received 6 ice
wamings on its radio when it struck the iceberg. Nevertheless,
it had not changed its direction or its speed. A tragedy like the
sinking of the Titanic should never happen again.

His message was simple: Buy a cup of coffee
for a stranger, because an act of kindness can change a
life and make a difference. Eight hours later, the page
had attracted more than 20,000 likes.

It can be for the homeless person you pass by
everyday on the street, a stressed student n the middle
of exams, a mother of chiklren who can't afford coffee.
It may be a well-dressed man whom you may not think
from his appearance thathe's in need but he may be in
his third month of job hunting.

Sometimes we worry about
making the wrong decision. What if we regret the direction that we take
and it’s toolate to go back? Thereal danger is that we make no decision
at all and end up going nowhere and doing nothing.
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Do youthink that all individuals can make decisions ?

Here are some examples of successfulpeople with Down's
Syndrome who have provedthat they have been really good at
making decisions and they achieved their aims. From an early
age, Isabella Springmuhl Tejada decided to follow the footsteps
of her grandmother, who was a designer. As a child, Isabella
would create clothes for her dolls, but playing eventually turmed
into worlk when she enrolled in a fashion course. Her designs
aimed specifically at people with Down Syndrome. Springnmihl
had her first big showcase in 2015, where she sold her complete
collection. The success ofher show garnered international
attention, and m 2016 her designs were shownat London Fashion
Week, which was followed by another exhibit in Rome. Sujeet
Desai s from Buffalo, New York. He graduated from high
school Two years later, he decided to study music and graduated
from Berkshire Hills Music Academy. Now he i3 a famous
musician. All m all Desai canplay sevenmstruments. His
greatest accomplishment so far was his 2015 performance at
Carnegie Hall, for which he received a standing ovation. Pablo
Pineda 13 an actor and educator most well known for bemg the
first Buropean with Down Syndrome who made his decision to
obtain a university degree. In2009, he won the Silver Shell Award

| at the International Film Festival for his role m YoTambien, a

film about a university graduate with Down Syndrome. Although
he still acts, Pineda is currently working on implementing an
mternational strategy to increase employment opportunities for
people with disabilities. People are able to challenge difficult
circumstances and be success ful. They can make the right
decision if they are well tramed and if they mtend to doso.

The wish to communicate with the outer s pace has
always been there in our minds. As the 20th century began,
mterest i the possible ife on Mars and the possible
civilizations there led to a search for signals. Could we
comrmunicate with another planet? How mght we look for
signals and messages from other worlds? An example of how
we might receive communications from the planet was
mentioned m 1896 when a newspaperarticle entitled

"A Signal from Mars" had offered one. In the late 19th and
early 20th centuries theidea of wirelessly sending and
receiving waves through thear, was developed.

Radio
signals were detectedto look for hife or civilizations out m the
galaxy but nonewas proved, yetmost of us still look at the
sky and wonder if there is someone tiying to contactus.
