At the
beginning of the 21% century, the UN.and its programmes'and affiliated'agencies struggled to address
humanitarian crises and civil wars, unprecedented refugee flows, the devastation caused by the spread of
AIDS, global financial disruptions, international terrorism, and the disparities in wealth between the world’s
richest and poorest peoples.
